Jesus and showed that what Jesus promised is true and trustworthy. That also means the one who loves us and

who died on the cross for our sins is the one who now lives.

Jesus is Lord. This resurrection of Jesus that we celebrate at Easter calls for a response. We are asked to have Your StorQu r Stor Y, G ©dos
faith, to trust our lives to Christ. We are called to follow Jesus, to join in his work and ministry in this world. The o i ' -
resurrection of Jesus is so radical, so much a God-thing, that we cannot simply assent to it or say we believe or
disbelieve it. We can’t just admire Jesus; we are called to offer all we are to this God. We must respond to it in

such a way that it reorients our entire being and purpose in life. Because Jesus is Lord, we can receive
forgiveness of sins, salvation for our souls, abundant life, and meaning in God’s kingdom work.

What difference does Easter make to you? I hope you will consider the deep joy that living on this side of Easter
can provide for our lives today. And let us celebrate it each week as we gather in church.

Testament. That book contains many beautiful, poetic passages. For example,

This is an article about Easter, so if you're reading
this in the first four days of Easter that are still part of
Holy Week and Lent, then...Spoiler Alert. Easter is
here! Lent is now over, which means that our time of
fasting is also over. We can all go back to
doing/eating/saying whatever we want now. I mean, I
personally can’t wait to eat some chicken again, and
that’s what the end of Lent means, right? Technically
yes, but I don’t really recommend it. Easter is the day
we celebrate that Christ rose again to newness of life,
and that through our faith in him we are called to that
same newness of life. We are called to not only have
life, but to have it more abundantly. We engage in the
fasting of Lent leading up to Easter to try to remove at
least one thing that keeps us from having that more
abundant life.
