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 In a recent sermon I talked about the meaning of discipleship. At the very 

core, discipleship is simply following Jesus. We know Jesus invites us, bids us, to 

follow him for our entire lives. There is no such thing as a person who is too old

 So, when we engage with the discipleship journey we are entering a lifelong 

attempt to follow Jesus. As we follow, as we go deeper, as we grow, we might 

naturally want to measure how well we are doing. How do we measure our 

discipleship progress? There are many ways to do it. In the past, churches had 

charts or grids that you could fill out and they helped us chart our progress. 

Those things measured if you brought your Bible to church, if you gave to the 

offering, if you were in class and the such. Nothing wrong with that, but is that 

really what we want to measure? Perhaps a better way would be to measure 

how we are doing in loving others, neighbors and enemies. How natural is 

forgiveness for us? Do our actions convey the ethics of Jesus? Think about what 

to measure as you try to consider your own spiritual formation.  

 I mentioned a few weeks ago that a helpful way to think about wholistic 

discipleship is to examine the traditional five tasks of every church. If these tasks 

are for the church, they should be ours too as individual Christians. Maybe these 

will help us as we try to measure our progress in following Jesus. Here they are 

with a few questions for reflection.  

 Outreach/Evangelism.  How are we doing sharing our faith? Are we inviting 

others to church? Do we bring our faith into the conversations with others? Does 

our life point to our Lord?
